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Fitting the cradle

Slide the cradle (1) into the bracket (2) until
it audibly engages.

Inserting the mobile phone

Place the mobile phone in the mobile phone
cradle to charge the batteries and to estab-
lish a connection to the external aerial.

At high outdoor temperatures, the vehicle in-

terior, and thus also the cradle, can get very
hot.

Note

Make sure that the mobile phone (3) is cor-
rectly seated on the contact surface (6) and
is locked into place in the cradle (1), as
otherwise there will be no connection bet-
ween the mobile phone and cradle. The lo-
cking tab (4) must be closed. If necessary,
reinsert the mobile phone.

Operating instructions

In order to use the hands-free system,

the mobile phone in the cradle must be
connected with the COMAND or the audio
system telephone system via Bluetooth®.
You can obtain detailed information at
www.mercedes-benz.com/connect or from
your Mercedes-Benz Service Centre.

The mobile phone battery gets charged

when the key is in position 1, 2 or 3 in the
ignition lock.

Slide the locking tab (4) upwards and remo-
ve the mobile phone (3) from the cradle (1)
as shown in the illustration.

Removing the cradle

Press the release button (5), slide the
cradle (1) downwards and remove.
