Transferring the phone book

In order to use the mobile phone's phone
book via COMAND /audio system, the phone
book must be transferred to the telephone
module.

The data transfer can take up to 10 minutes.

The transfer takes place automatically after

connection.

» If the phone book transfer does not
start automatically: select Telephone in
COMAND /the audio system.
