These installation instructions also refer to
the COMAND and Audio Operating Instruc-
tions, the vehicle Owner's Manual and the
mobile phone operating instructions. Please
keep them handy for reference.

At high outside temperatures, the cradle can
become very hot when in operation, as is the
case with the vehicle interior itself.

Fitting the mobile phone cradle
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Press the cradle (1) into the catches of the
bracket (2) and push it upwards until it au-
dibly engages.




Inserting the mobile phone

Notes
Close the mobile phone before placing it in
the cradle.

The mobile phone should be placed in the cr-
adle to charge the batteries and to establish
a connection to the external aerial. After a
Bluetooth® connection has been establis-
hed, it is possible to use the mobile phone
via the vehicle's operating system/on-board
computer within a distance of 10 metres
(30 ft), even if the mobile phone is not inser-
ted in the cradle.
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Slide the catch (4) downwards, place the
mobile phone (3) into the cradle (1) as
shown and slide the catch (4) upwards.
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Connecting the mobile phone to the
cradle

After the mobile phone is paired, the con-
nection between the cradle and the mobile
phone is established.

Notes

If the cradle and the mobile phone are not
connected automatically, the connection
can be established manually (see > 10).

Mobile phones of a different type cannot be
connected to the cradle. A Bluetooth® con-
nection with another mobile phone type is
automatically severed after pairing.

With the ignition key in position 1 or 2, the
cradle automatically searches for the mobile
phone connected last and establishes a con-
nection to this mobile phone. If the mobile
phone connected last is not found, the crad-
le searches for the previously connected mo-
bile phone(s).

The mobile phone uses more power when
operating with Bluetooth®. Therefore, the
mobile phone should always be inserted in
the cradle, when possible. The mobile phone
battery is charged when the ignition key is in
position 1 or 2
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Pairing the mobile phone with the cradle
1. Turn the ignition key to position 1 or 2.
(Refer to the vehicle Owner's Manual.)
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2. Press the Bluetooth® button (5) for ap-
prox. 2 seconds. The LED (6) flashes rapidly.
The cradle switches to Discovery Mode and
can be recognised by the mobile phone. "MB
E720 Cradle" appears on the mobile phone
display to indicate the cradle.

3. Select "Menu" — "Settings" — "Blue-
tooth" — "Activation" — "ON" on the mobile
phone. Please refer to the mobile phone ope-
rating instructions.

4. Select "My devices" — "Search new de-
vice" on the mobile phone. (Refer to the mo-
bile phone operating instructions.) The
mobile phone begins searching for the crad-
le. After the cradle is found, a passkey re-
quest appears on the display.

5. Enter passkey 62872 on the mobile
phone.
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Function limitations
The signal strength display is not transmit-
ted to the cradle by the mobile phone. The
vehicle's operating system/on-board com-
puter only shows a bar display.

COMAND and the vehicle's operating sys-
tem/on-board computer cannot access text
messages (SMS).

The mobile phone cradle does not support
the holding and transferring of calls. During
a call, an incoming call is indicated by a sig-
nal tone.

While a connection between a mobile phone
and the cradle is active, a Bluetooth® sym-
bol appears on the vehicle's operating sys-
tem/on-board computer. The name of the
mobile network provider is not displayed.

The call lists of the mobile phone are not
transmitted to the cradle. They cannot be ac-
cessed by the vehicle's operating system/
on-board computer.
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6. Select "My devices" — "MB E720" — l
"Options" — "Authorise device" on the mobi-
le phone. (Refer to the mobile phone opera-
ting instructions.) The LED (6) lights up
continuously after the passkey is entered.
The mobile phone is now paired with the cr-
adle.
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Manually connecting the mobile phone
with the mobile phone cradle

Notes

Before being manually connected, the mobi-

le phone must be paired with the cradle (see

> 6).

The Bluetooth® connection can be establis-

hed manually as follows:

For S-Class vehicles, W/V 221, and

CL-Class vehicles, C 216:

* Select "Tel" — "Tel"— "mobile phone"
using the COMAND controller. (Refer to
the vehicle Owner's Manual.)

For all other vehicle model series:

e Press the button. (Refer to the
COMAND or Audio operating instruc-
tions.)

Within a range of approx. 10 meters (30 ft)

to the cradle, the Bluetooth® connection re-

mains active and any incoming calls are ta-
ken on the hands-free system. Therefore,
the connection between the mobile phone
and the cradle should be disconnected ma-
nually when you leave the vehicle (see

> 10).
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Automatically disconnecting the Blue-
tooth® connection between the mobile
phone and the mobile phone cradle

The connection between the mobile phone
and the cradle is automatically disconnected
beyond the reception range of approx.

10 meters (30 ft).

Manually disconnecting the Bluetooth®
connection between the mobile phone
and the mobile phone cradle

The Bluetooth® connection can be manually

disconnected as follows:

For S-Class vehicles, W/V 221, and

CL-Class vehicles, C 216,

« Select "Tel"— "Tel"— "mobile phone
off" using the COMAND controller. (Re-
fer to the vehicle Owner's Manual.)

For all other vehicle model series:

e Press the button for approx.

3 seconds. (Refer to the COMAND or
Audio operating instructions.)

On the mobile phone:
* (Refer to the mobile phone operating in-
structions.)

Note

During an active call, the connection bet-
ween the mobile phone and the cradle can
only be disconnected on the mobile phone.
(Refer to the mobile phone operating in-
structions.)

Removing the mobile phone
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Slide the catch (4) downwards and remove
the mobile phone (3) as shown.
Detaching the mobile phone cradle

1. Remove the mobile phone from the cr-
adle. See above.
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2. Press the release button (7), slide the
cradle (1) downwards and remove it from
the bracket (2).
